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Dear Claibornes and Cliborns,

I hope that all of you have had a wonderful holiday and that
your New Years Resolutions are all underway.  Attached is
the invitation to our upcoming 2009 Claiborne Reunion.
Our itinerary so far includes:

1. Arrival in Washington on Thursday afternoon

We will be staying at the Hamilton Crowne Plaza (202-682-0111, www.hamiltonhoteldc.com).  The Hamilton is at the corner of K and 14th Streets in Northwest Washington, DC.  It is approximately 5 blocks from the White House.

The Hamilton provides parking for guests who are driving for $30.00/night.
The Hotel does not have a courtesy bus from the airport, however there is Blue Van that serves both Dulles and Reagan-National.  The fare from Reagan-National is $8.00 per person.  Taxis from Regean-National are $12.00-$15.00.  A taxi is recommended for both speed and cost.
2. Registration at the Hamilton will be in the Franklin Room which is behind the lobby as you enter the hotel.  Name tags, goody bags and programs will be available along with a variety of general tourist information.  All reunion attendees must register in the Franklin Room no later than 6:00 P.M. Thursday, June 18th.
There is an optional dinner on Thursday night at the Old Ebbitt Grill (675 15th Street, NW, 202-347-4800 www.ebbitt.com).   We will gather in the lobby of the hotel at 6:00 P.M. This is an optional group event, and we will be making reservations in advance for anyone who would like to try this historic tavern.  We will reserve tables of 4 or 6 for those people who indicate on their registrations forms that they would like to join us.

3. On Friday at 9:00 A.M. we will meet in the lobby to board our bus for visits to Mt. Vernon and Capitol Hill.  We will be visiting Mt. Vernon first.  Tickets purchased for this event will be passed out as we board the bus.  We will eat in the Mt. Vernon dining room between 12:00 and 1:00 o’clock.
Following lunch we will board our bus for the short trip to Capitol Hill where a guide for our private tour will meet us.  During this visit we will have an opportunity to meet with a staff researcher from the Office of the Historian of the United States House of Representatives.  We will learn about the nine Claibornes who served in Congress.  We will also visit the Lindy Claiborne Boggs reading room. This room is not usually open to the public, but the Office of the House Clerk has agreed to open it for us.  We will board our bus to be returned to our hotel by 5:00 P.M.
4. Friday evening is on your own providing opportunities to experience Washington night life and renew Claiborne friendships.

5. Saturday morning our business meeting will include DNA and any genealogy updates as well as a presentation by Ed Ayres of our Claiborne and Cliborn ancestor’s roles in the American Revolution.  Sue Forbes has volunteered to make family trees for us which focus on those ancestors who served in the Revolution.
Saturday afternoon will feature an optional prearranged opportunity to visit the headquarters of The Society of the Cincinnati (Anderson House, 2118 Massachusetts Avenue, NW, http://www.societyofthecincinnati.org).  The Society of the Cincinnati was formed by the officers of the Colonial Army after the Revolutionary War.  This will give us another opportunity to learn about our ancestors who served in the Revolution.  This is an optional tour, and you may choose to explore other attractions on your own.
6. Saturday evening our Banquet will begin with a cash bar cocktail hour from 6:00 P.M. to 7:00 P.M. in the Hamilton Room followed by the banquet.  The banquet will be a dinner buffet of salad, salmon, chicken, rice pilaf, seasonal vegetable, assorted cakes with full coffee service.  Wine will be served at table.

7.   Sunday morning the Claiborne Society Board will meet in the hotel board room.

Check out is at 12:00 noon.

I do hope that we will see all of you there to enjoy what promises to be a wonderful time of fellowship, learning and celebration of those forbearers who helped to bring out nation into being.
